It's Hurricane Season Again—Are You Prepared?

Hurricanes are storm systems with circulating air and
sustained wind speeds of 74 miles per hour or higher.
These storm systems can create a variety of hazards for
workers. It is important you prepare for weather-related
emergencies and have the necessary equipment and
supplies to stay safe when severe weather strikes.

The Occupational Safety and Health Administration
(OSHA), National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA), and the National Weather
Service (NWS) have a joint public education effort to help
people understand seasonal weather. The Federal
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) and
Department of Homeland Security (www.ready.gov) also
releases guidelines and hurricane-related information.
